
Public feedback on the Community Economic Development Strategy rated renewal of the Greymouth CBD area as the highest priority and in 
late 2015 Council approved the Greymouth CBD Renewal Urban Design Framework. Over the past few months Council has been working 
hard with Opus on the project and works are due to start shortly on the Town Square and Tainui Shared Street. These two projects were ranked 
the most important by the community during the CBD renewal consultation - here are just some of the communtiy’s comments: 

“The town lacks a clear centre, there needs to be a hub developed.” 

“We need a town square near the clock tower for people to gather and sit. There is nowhere for buskers, seating, shelter and 
people to come together. 

“There needs to be more greenery, trees and flowers.”

Update on Lake 
Brunner District 
Health Clinic
Council recently 
resolved to change the 
land use designation for 
Helena Dense Reserve 
from ‘recreation’ to 
‘special purpose 

reserve’. There were no objections from the 
public consultation process. Also the only 
objection to the Resource Consent application 
has been withdrawn, which is great news. The 
building and resource consents have now 
been issued by Council.

The estimated building cost is $270,000, of 

which $220,000 has been generously donated 
by the public and residents in the area and 
wider region. A huge thank you to everyone; 
it shows that the community spirit is alive and 
well out there. 

Generous in-kind offers of labour have been 
donated by Peter De Breuk Electrical, Emery 
Plumbing services and painting by Alan 
Atkinson. The balance of the rebuild will come 
from the area infrastructure fund held by 
Council after an overwhelming affirmative poll 
result was given to use some of the funds for 
construction of the Health Clinic.

The funds needed will be substantially less 
than first envisaged because of the great 
public support, so it is all go. Councillors 

Becker, Gibson and myself have been 
organising the foundation and backfill of the 
site, with Craig Morgan and Paul Steegh 
Contracting gifting equipment and their time 
for the foundation preparation. 

The tender for the Health Clinic construction 
has been awarded to John Griffin Builders. 
The Lake Brunner District Health Clinic 
Committee has been busy over the last two 
years but it has been worth it. 

Thanks to everyone for their contribution. We 
will soon have a modern health facility that will 
serve the District well into the future.

A plan is produced each year that lays out what the Council 
plans on doing for the next 12 months and how the activities 
and services will be paid for, ie rates, subsidies and user 
charges (ie fees).

Rates are used to fund activities and services provided by Council. 
These include (but are not limited to): roading, refuse/recycling 
collection and disposal, stormwater, parks & reserves, community 
services, district planning, rural fire, flood protection, sewer, water 
and economic development.

Fees and charges apply to Council services such as building 
consents, swimming pools, Port usage, liquor licence applications, 
resource consents, Westland Recreation Centre, dog registration 
and more. Some of our fees are set by Government legislation.

The next Draft Annual Plan will be for the period 1 July 2017 to 
30 June 2018. Public consultation on the Draft Plan will take place in 
March/April 2017. 

We encourage all ratepayers and residents to read the Draft Plan and 
have their say before Council adopts the Final Plan in June.
